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BUILDING USE & RENTAL 

       The Trustees would like to remind our congregation of the rules and costs for building use and rental.  Charges for use of the building will 

apply to all outside organizations not directly affiliated with the ministry of the church regardless of whether members of the Coburn Church 

belong to the organization.  This is due to the cost of providing custodial care, water & sewer, and other costs associated with groups of people 

using the Coburn facilities.

_____Open & Close beyond normal hours $25 per hour 

(Regular hours are 8:30 AM to 3 PM Monday through Friday 8:00 AM to 5 PM Saturday 8 AM to 5 PM Sunday) 

_____TOTAL (Please make check payable to Coburn United Methodist Church) 

These charges seek to recover costs for extra custodial care, utilities used, wear and tear on the building and other cost associated with groups 

of people using the building facilities. 

RULES FOR USE 

Facility use will be in accordance with the Policy Statement for the Use of Physical Facilities of the Coburn 

United Methodist Church.  (No alcohol use or smoking is permitted) 

Payment of scheduled fees will be required one week prior to use.  

All requests for use of any facilities of the Coburn United Methodist Church must be submitted in writing to the church 

office at least 30 days prior to the requested use.  

Requests will be granted on a first-come basis and will be granted only after review by the Board of Trustees.  

The organization, group, or persons agree to restore the facilities to the condition that existed prior to use.  

The use of Coburn United Methodist Church Facilities by the organization, group, or persons is at their own risk. The 

Coburn United Methodist Church will not be liable for any property loss or damage, or injury to any person (s) of the 

Organization or group using these facilities.  

The representative signing for use is responsible to inform all individuals of the organization or group using Coburn United 

Methodist Church Facilities of these Terms Of Use.  

The right to use church facilities may be revoked at any time.     Continued on page 8

Organizations not directly affiliated with Coburn United Methodist Church will pay all required fees. 

All decorating and room arranging must be scheduled at least one week prior to the event and accomplished during regular custodial hours.  Our facil-

ity is closed after 3 PM on Friday evenings. 

Arrangements for decorating or set ups the day before an event must be made through the office and are only permitted if our facilities are not in use. 

For the purposes of the fee structure, a member of the Coburn United Methodist Church is defined for weddings as the bride or groom or parents of 

either.  For all other events, a member is defined as an active participant in the organization or group requesting facility use or an immediate fam-

ily member of a family seeking use. 

It is asked that equipment inside the building not be used outside and that the custodian care for the movement of chairs and tables between rooms. 

The stage in the gym is not available for use. 

It is expected that all behavior and practices of individuals and groups using the facilities of the Coburn Campus be consistent with common United 

Methodist and Christian practices. 

The Coburn facility can place no more than 35 round tables in the gym which will seat 280 persons or 40 long tables which will seat 320 persons. 

Nothing may be hung from the ceiling or basketball backboards. 

The kitchen is only available for use when a designated representative of the Coburn Church is available to oversee operations. 

It is expected that organizations or groups will only be in the areas reserved by them and not make use of any other areas of the church except when 

appropriate such as restroom use. 

Emergency exits may not be blocked any where in the building. 

Safe practices must be followed at all times. 

Video and Sound Equipment may not be used without a representative of the Coburn Church who will operate that equipment. 

Arrangements for use of video or sound equipment must be made at the time of facility request. 

No gambling, games of chance or raffles are permitted on the Coburn Campus by United Methodist Church Law.
