Once again, we have come to the end of another school year. It has been a discouraging year for the West Muskingum
Schools, which in turn has affected the latchkey program in different ways. This year we began the use of the church van to
transport some children to the Falls Elementary, since the school district was forced to implement reductions to make up for

budget shortfalls. This and a slight decrease in attendance has caused a strain on the latchkey’s budget. With this in mind,
we thought you would be interested in some costs to keep the program running on a regular basis.

The latchkey program costs approximately $3,400 per child for the entire school year. Weekly this cost is nearly $100
per child. Staff pay comprises the majority of expense for the program, with the remainder of the budget being spent on
training, supplies, and snacks for the children.

Please continue to keep the latchkey program and the West Muskingum Schools in your prayers. If you know of
anyone that is in need of before or after school childcare in the West Muskingum School District, please direct them to the
child care center at 452-9676.
