Finally, the Reaching Team will challenge us to invite the unchurched and the hopeless to Church on three 

special Sundays.  Project Hope will take place on Sunday, September 13, 20, and 27.  We hope that you will 

pray for Godôs spirit to move among us before these Sundays and on these Sundays to touch peopleôs hearts 

and help them discover the hope that is in Jesus Christ!
